OUR HISTORY

show, a fi ve-piece orchestra and a magician. The Hippodrome hosted vaudeville acts, movies, local talent show, a fi ve-piece orchestra and a magician. The Hippodrome hosted vaudeville acts, movies, local talent 
shows and events and quickly became a landmark of Downtown.
